in the family room, dad assembling toys on Christmas 
Eve, a piano recital, dance lessons, birthdays, mom 
leading the scout troop on a hike and much more.   

 
But the book is more than a series of pictures.   

 It is an essay about time and a family, the changes 
over time, pictures about the time in which we live 
and the changes of our culture during that time.
